Parking

Parking at the Manly Pacific Hotel is available to Carnival attendees at a special rate of $20 per day,
on a first-come, first-served basis for hotel guests.
Other options include:

e Council public car park (3—-5 minutes’ walk from the hotel)

e Street parking along the beachfront (subject to availability)



Attendee Eligibility

e All applicants must hold a current AGU handicap and be a financial member of their
respective state organisations.

e Eligibility is defined by the current ACGA Rules, which will also determine the order of entry
if the Carnival is oversubscribed.

e State Secretaries will liaise to ensure fair and consistent application of these rules.

Motorised Golf Carts

e All courses have limited carts available approx. 20, with the exception of our Opening Day at
Bayview with 45 carts.

e Priority will be given to players with medical conditions supported by a medical certificate if
demand exceeds supply.

e Carts are not included in the Full Carnival Capitation Fee and must be paid for separately.

e Carts are included in the Legacy Carnival Program.

Capitation Fees

¢ Full Carnival Program: $1,950 per member

e Legacy Carnival Program: 51,150 per member
Capitation Fees are payable with your application and exclude:

e Hotel accommodation & breakfast

e Drinks (other than those provided at official dinners)

e Private dinners

Dress Code

e All participating golf clubs enforce strict dress codes, both on and off the course. Please
review requirements before packing.

e For clubhouse functions, the standard is neat casual attire (denim jeans and joggers are not
permitted).

e Guests are welcome to wear a jacket and tie to any dinner and are particularly encouraged
to do so for the Opening and Closing Dinners.

Oversubscription Policy

e If applications exceed available places, preference will be given to past attendees, followed
by other fair criteria.

e A waiting list will be maintained, and applicants will be notified accordingly.

e Full refunds will be provided to unsuccessful applicants.
